1 Important Safeguards

1.1 Safety instructions

*Read all instructions.

*Do not touch hot surfaces;
use handles or knobs.

*To protect against electrical shock
do not immerse cord or plugs in
water or other liquid.

*Close supervision is necessary
when any appliance is used by or
near children.

*Unplug from outlet when not in use
and before cleaning. Allow to cool
before putting on or taking off parts.

*Do not operate any appliance with a
damaged cord or plug or after the
appliance malfunctions or has been
damaged in any manner. Return
appliance to the nearest authorized
service facility for examination,
repair or adjustment.

*The use of accessory attachments
not recommended by the appliance
manufacturer cause injuries.

4 Cleaning and maintenance

4.1 Instructions

® Do not use steam jets to clean the
appliance.

¢ Do not use detfergents which
are abrasive, corrosive or which
contain chlorine, ammonia or
bleach (e.g. scouring powders,
sfain removers efc.).

® Do not use rough or abrasive
materials or sharp mefal scrapers.

4.2 Cleaning the appliance

Recommendations for cleaning the
drawer

To keep the surfaces in good condition,
they should be cleaned regularly affer
use. Let them cool first.

Avoid letling food residue dry inside
the drawer, as this could damage the
enamel.

Cleaning the drawer

1. Remove the non-slip base.

2. Place some non-abrasive defergent
on a damp cloth and wipe down
the surfaces.

3. Rinse thoroughly.

4. Dry with a soft cloth or a microfibre
cloth.

Cleaning the non-slip base

1. Remove the non=slip base.
2. Clean it with warm water and non-

abrasive defergent. non abrasivo.

3. Dry thoroughly with a soft cloth or a
microfibre cloth.

4. Replace the non-slip base in the
drawer when perfectly dry.

Crockery does not heat up:
® Check that the appliance is
connected fo the mains electricity
supply.
® Check that the house's main circuit
breaker is on.
® Check that the ventilation openings
are not blocked.
® Check that it is possible to hear
the noise of the fan, and contact
Technical Support.
® leave the crockery in the drawer for
longer.
The drawer does not open:
® Crasp the lower part of the drawer
and pull until it releases.
The main swifch or main circuit breaker in
the house's consumer unit are repeatedly
friggered (or corresponding fuses blow:

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5 Installation

5.1 Electrical connection

General information

Check the grid characteristics against the
dota indicated on the plate.

The identification plafe bearing  the
technical data, serial number and
brand name s visibly positioned on the
appliance.

Do not remove this plate for any reason.
The appliance works at 115 V~.

Use the powersupply cable provided
with the appliance.

Fixed connection

Fit the power line with an omnipolar circuit
breaker in compliance with insfallation
regulations.

The circuit breaker should be located
near the appliance and in an easily
reachable position.

Connection with plug and socket

Make sure that the plug and socket are
of the same type.

Avoid using adapters and shunts as these
could cause overheating and a risk of
burns.

Installation

General instructions

® Position the drawer on a stable shelf.

® The unit in which the drawer is
installed must not have a back
panel.

Installing the appliance

1. Centre and line up the drawer in
the opening. Ensure that the frame is
perfectly flush with the furniture unit.

2. Open the drawer.

3. Secure the appliance to the piece of
furniture using screws.

be combined with the drawer.
