3.1 Information about New Gen-
eration Cooling Technology

Fridges with new-generation cooling

technology have a
different operating sys-
fem fo stafic fridges.
Other (static| fridges
may experience a
build up of ice in the
freezer compartment
due to door openings
and humidity in the
food. In such fridges,
regular defrosting is
required; the fridge
must be switched off,
the frozen food moved
fo a suitable container

and the ice which has @ \
formed in the freezer ———L

compartment removed.

In fridges with new-generation cooling
technology, a fan blows dry cold air
evenly throughout the refrigerator and
freezer compartments. The cold air
cools your food evenly and uniformly,
preventing humidity and ice build-up.
In the refrigerator compartment, air
blown by the fan, located at the top
of the refrigerator compartment, is
cooled while passing through the gap
behind the air duct. At the same time,
the air is blown out through the holes
in the air duct, evenly spreading cool
air throughout the refrigerator compart-
ment.

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3.4 Temperature Adjustment
Warnings

Never place warm food in the
refrigerator. VWarm food should be
allowed to cool af room temperature
and should be arranged fo ensure
adequate air circulation in the refrig-
erafor compartment.

® Make sure no items are in direct

contact with the rear wall of the
appliance as frost will develop and
packaging will stick to it. Do not
open the refrigerator door frequently.

e \We recommend that meat and clean

fish are loosely wrapped and sfored
on the glass shelf just above the vege-
table bin where the air is cooler, as
this provides the best storage condi-
fions.

Store loose fruit and vegetable items
in the crisper confainers.

Storing fruit and vegetables sepa-
roTer%eIps prevent ethylene-sensitive
vegefables (green leaves, broccali,
carrot, efc.) being affected by ethyl-
enereleaser fruits (banana, peach,
apricot, fig efc.).

Storage time for all food products
depends on the initial quality of the
food and an uninterrupted refrigera-
fion cycle before refrigerator sforage.

4.2 Freezer Compartment .
For normal operating conditions, sef the
tfemperature of the freezer compartment
fo-18 or -20 °C. °
® The freezer is used for sforing frozen
food, freezing fresh food, and mak-
ing ice cubes.

® For freezing fresh food; wrap and
seal fresh food properly, that is the
packaging should be air tight and .
shouldn't leak.

Special freezer bags, aluminum foil
polythene bags and plastic contain-
ers are ideal.

® Do not sfore fresh food next to frozen
food as it can thaw the frozen food.

® Before freezing fresh food, divide it
info portions that can be consumed in
one sitting.

e Consume thawed frozen food within @
a short period of time after defrosting

® Never place warm food in the freez-
er compartment as it will thaw the .
frozen food.

o Always follow the manufacturer’s
instructions on food packaging when
storing frozen food. If no informa-
fion is provided food, should notbe @
stored for more than 3 months from
the date of purchase.

* When purcﬁosing frozen food, make
sure that it has been stored under
appropriate conditions and that the
packaging is not damaged.

Frozen food should be transported in
appropriate containers and placed in
the freezer as soon as possible.

Do not purchase frozen food if the
packaging shows signs of humidity
and abnormal swelling. It is probable
that it has been stored at an unsuito-
ble temperature and that the contents
have deteriorated.

The storage life of frozen food de-
pends on the room temperature, the
thermostat sefting, how often the door
is opened, the type of food, and the
length of time required to fransport
the product from the shop to your
home. Always follow the insfructions
printed on the packaging and never
exceed the maximum storage life
indicated.

The maximum amount of fresh food
(in kg) that can be frozen in 24 hours
is indicated on the appliance label.
To use the maximum capacity of the
freezer compartment, use the glass
shelves for the upper and middle
section, and use the lower basket for
the bottom section.

Use the fast freezing shelf fo freeze
home cooking (on&gony other food
which needs to be frozen quickly)
more quickly because of the freezing
shelf's greater freezing power. Fast
freezing shelf is the botfom drawer of
the freezer compartment.

5 Cleaning and Maintenance
5.1 Defrosting

e | Occasional presence of frost

is normal.

/ Do not use electrical applianc-
£2_ |es (e.g. hair dryers) or sprays
for defrosting, the plastic parts
could be damaged.

Defrosting the refrigerator/freezer
compariments

The refrigerator/freezer compartment
does not require defrosting, as any

ice which forms on the regigeroﬂon
plate will melt when the compressor is
switched off. The defrosting process is
aufomatic.

Defrost water is channelled directly into
the vaporisation confainer on the back
of the appliance, which lefs it evaporate
by means of the heat generated by the
COMpressor.

5.2 Instructions

Improper use

® Do not use steam jets to clean the
appliance.

® Do not use cleaning products
confaining chlorine, ammonia or
bleach on parts made of steel or
that have metallic surface finishes
(e.g. anodizing, nickelor chromi-
um-plating).

Do not
wash accessories in a dish washer.

1. Insfall the appliance in a coal,
wellventilated room, but not in direct
sunlight and not near a heat source
(such as a radiator or oven) otherwise
an insulating plate should be used.

2. Allow warm food and drinks to cool
before placing them inside the appli-
ance.

3. Place thawing food in the refrigerator
compartment. The low femperature
of the frozen food will help cool the
refrigerator compartment while the
foog is thawing. This will save ener-
gz. Frozen food left to thaw outside
of the appliance will result in a waste
of energy.

4. Drinks or other liquids should be cov-
ered when inside the appliance. If
left uncovered, the humidity inside the
appliance will increase, therefore the
appliance uses more energy. Keep-
ing drinks and other liquids covered
helps preserve their smell and taste.

5. Avoid keeping the doors open for
long periods and opening the doors
too frequently as warm air will enter
the appliance and cause the com-
pressor to swifch on unnecessarily
offen.

6. Keep the covers of the different tem-
perature compartments (such as the
crisper and chiller) closed.

7. The door gasket must be clean and
pliable. Replace gaskets if worn.
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
