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3 Using the appliance

3.1 Information about New
Generation Cooling
Technology

Fridges with new-ge-
neration cooling tech-
nology have a diffe-
rent operating system
fo static fridges.
Other (static) fridges
may experience a
build up of ice in the
freezer compartment
due to door openings
and humidity in the
food. In such fridges,
regular defrosting is
required; the fridge
must be switched off,

fo a suitable confainer
and the ice which has formed in the
freezer compartment removed. In frid-
ges with new-generation cooling tech-
nology, a fan blows dry cold air evenly
throughout the refrigerator and freezer
compartments. The cold air cools your
food evenly and uniformly, preventing
humidity and ice build-up.

In the refrigerator compartment, air
blown by the fan, located at the top of
the refrigerator compartment, is cooled
while passing through the gap behind
the air duct. At the same fime, the air is
blown out through the holes in the air
duct, evenly spreading cool air throu-
ghout the refrigerator compartment.
There is no air passage between the

freezer and refrigerator compartmen-
fs, therefore preventing the mixing of
odours.

As a result, your fridge, with new-ge-
neration cooling fechnology, provides
you with ease of use as well as a huge
volume and aesthetic appearance.

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3.3 Operating your Fridge
Freezer

duct, all symbols will be displayed for

2 seconds and the initial values will

be shown as -18 °C on the freezer

adjustment indicator, and +4 °C on the

refrigerator adjustment indicator.

3.3.1 Freezer temperature

® The initial femperature value for the
freezer sefting indicator is -18 °C.

® Press the freezer sef bution once.

When you first press the button, the

previous value will blink on the screen.

® Whenever you press the same but-
fon, a lower temperature will be set
(16 °C,-18 °C, -20 °C, -22 °C or
24 °C).

® |f you continue to press the butfon, it
will restart from -16 °C.

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3.3.2 Fridge Temperature Settings

® The initial temperature value for the

refrigerator setting indicator is +4 °C.

Press the refrigerator button once.

Whenever you press the butfon, a

lower temperature will be set (+8 °C,

+6 °C, +5 °C, +4 °C, or +2 °C).

® |f you confinue fo press the butfon, it
will restart from +8 °C.

3.3.3 Super Freeze mode

Purpose

* To freeze a large quantity of food
that cannot fit on the fast freeze
shel.

e To freeze prepared foods.

* To freeze fresh food quickly to refain
freshness.

How to use

To enable the super freeze mode,

press and hold the freezer temperature

sefting button for 3 seconds. Once the

super freeze mode has been sef, the

super freeze symbol on the indicator

will be lit and the machine will beep to

confirm the mode has been switched

on.
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During Super Freeze Mode:

* The temperature of the Refrigerator
may be adjusted. In this case, Super
Freeze mode will continue.

® Economy mode cannot be selected.

® Super Freeze mode can be cancel
led in the same way it is selected.

Notes:

e The maximum amount of fresh food
(in kilograms) that can be frozen
within 24 hours is shown on the
appliance label.

® For optimal appliance performan-
ce in maximum freezer capacity,
activate super freeze mode 3 hours

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3.4 Temperature Adjustment
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Warnings
It is not recommended that you
operate your appliance in environ-
ments colder than 10°C in ferms of
its efficiency.
Do not start another adjustment while
you are already making an adjust-
ment.
Temperature adjustments should be
made according to the frequency of
door openings, the quantity of food
kept inside the appliance and the
ambient temperature in the location
of your appliance.
In order to allow your appliance
fo reach the operating temperature
after being connected to mains, do
not open the doors frequently or pla-
ce large quantities of food in the ap-
pliance. Please note that, depending
on the ambient temperature, it may
take 24 hours for your appliance o
reach the operating femperature.
A 5 minufe delay function is applied
fo prevent damage to the compres-
sor of your appliance when con-
necting or disconnecting to mains,
or when an energy breakdown
occurs. Your appliance will begin to
operate normally affer 5 minufes.

3.5 Accessories

3.5.1 Manual ice maker (In some

models)

3.5.3 Super cold drawer (In some

models)
Ll
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Super cold drawer

Keeping food in the super cold drawer,
instead of the freezer or refrigerator
compartments, allows food fo refain
freshness and flavour for longer, while
preserving ifs fresh appearance. When
the super cold drawer fray becomes
dirty, remove it and wash with water.
(Water freezes at 0°C, but food contai-
nin% salt or sugar freezes at temperatu-
res lower than this).

The super cold drawer is usually used
for storing foods such as raw fish, light-
ly pickled food, rice, and so on.

Do not put food you want to
freeze or ice trays (to make
ice) in the super cold drawer.
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To remove the shelf of the super cold  The dial, located behind the shelf, must

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3.5.5 Maxi-fresh preserver (If
available)
Maxi Fresh Preserver te-
chnology helps to remove
ethylene gas (a bioproduct
released naturally from fre-
sh foods) and unpleasant
odors from the fruit and
vegetable drawer. In this
way, food stays fresh for a
longer time.

® Maxi Fresh Preserver must be clea-
ned once in a vear.

The filter should be waited for 2
hours at 65°C in a oven.

* To clean the filter, please remove the
back cover of the filler box by pul-
ling it in the direction of the arrow.

o The filter should not be washed with
water or any defergent.

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4 Food storage

4.1 Refrigerator compartment
For normal operating conditions, set
the temperature of the refrigerator com-
partment to +4 or +6 °C.

e To reduce humidity and avoid the
consequent formation of frost, always
store liquids in sealed containers in
the refrigerator. Frost tends to con-
centrate in the coldest parts of the
evaporating liquid amf in fime, your
appliance will require more frequent
defrosting.

® Never place warm food in the refrige-
rator. Warm food should be allowed
fo cool at room temperature and
should be arranged fo ensure ade-
quate air circulation in the refrigerator
comparfment.

® Make sure no items are in direct con-
tact with the rear wall of the applian-
ce as frost will develop and packa-
ging will sfick to it. Do not open the
refrigerator door frequently.

® We recommend that meat and clean
fish are loosely wrapped and stored
on the glass shelf just above the vege-
table bin where the air is cooler, as
this provides the best storage condi-
fions.

® Store loose fruit and vegetable items
in the suitable containers of the fruit
and vegetable drawer.

Store loose fruit and vegetable items
in the suitable fruit and vegetable
drawer.

Storing fruit and vegetables separa-
fely helps prevent ethylene-sensitive
vegetables (green leaves, broccoli,
carrot, efc.) being affected by ethy-
lenereleaser fruits (banana, peach,
apricot, fig etc.).

Do not put wet vegetables info the
refrigerafor.

Storage time for all food products
depends on the initial quality of the
food and an uninterrupted refrigera-
fion cycle before refrigerator storage.
To avoid crosscontamination do not
store meat products with fruit and
vegetables. Water leaking from meat
may contaminate other products in
the refrigerator. You should package
meat products and clean any leako-
ges on the shelves.

Do not put food in front of the air flow
passage.

Consume packaged foods before the
recommended expiry dafe.
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m Note: Pofatoes, onions and garlic
should not be stored in the refrige-
rafor.

4.2 Freezer compartment
For normal operating conditions, set

* The freezer is used for storing frozen [
food, freezing fresh food, and ma- [
king ice cubes.

® For freezing fresh food; wrap and
seal fresh food properly, that is the
packaging should Ee air tight and
shouldn't leak.

® Do not store fresh food next fo fro-
zen food as it can thaw the frozen
food.

e Before freezing fresh food, divide it
info portions that can be consumed
in one sitting.

e Consume thawed frozen food within
a short period of time after defro-
sfing

® Never place warm food in the free-
zer compartment as it will thaw the
frozen food.

* Always follow the manufacturer’s
instructions on food packaging when
storing frozen food. If no information
is provided food, should not be
stored for more than 3 months from
the date of purchase.

® When purchasing frozen food,
make sure that it has been stored
under appropriate conditions and
that the packaging is not damaged.

e Frozen food should be transported in
appropriate containers and placed
in the freezer as soon as possible.

® Do not purchase frozen food if the
packoging shows signs of humidity
and abnormal swelling. It is pro-

Defrosting the refrigerator/freezer
compartments

The refrigerator/freezer compartment
does not require defrosting, as any

ice which forms on the regigeroﬂon
plate will melt when the compressor is
switched off. The defrosting process is
aufomatic.

Defrost water is channelled directly into
the vaporisation confainer on the back
of the appliance, which lets it evapora-
fe by means of the heat generated by
the compressor.
