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1 Instructions

1.1 General safety instructions

Risk of personal injury

During use the appliance and its
accessible parts become very hot.
Never touch the heating elements
during use.

Protect your hands by wearing
oven gloves when moving food
inside the oven.

Never try to put out a fire or
flames with water: turn off the
appliance and smother the flames
with a fire blanket or other
appropriate cover.

This appliance may be used by
children aged at least 8 and by
people of reduced physical,
sensory or mental capacity, or
lacking in experience in the use of
electrical appliances, provided
that they are supervised or
instructed by adults who are
responsible for their safety.

Children must not play with the
appliance.
Keep children under the age of 8

at a safe distance unless they are
constantly supervised.

Keep children under the age of 8
away from the appliance when it
is in use.

Cleaning and maintenance must
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not be carried out by
unsupervised children.

Be aware of how rapidly the
cooking zones heat up. Do not
place empty pans on the heat.
Danger of overheating.

Fats and oils can catch fire if they
overheat. Do not leave the
appliance unattended while
preparing foods containing oils or
fats. If fats or oils catch fire, never
put water on them. Place the lid
on the pan and turn off the
relevant cooking zone.

The cooking process must always
be monitored. A short cooking
process must be continuously
surveyed.

While cooking do not place
metal objects, such as cutlery or
dishes on the hob surface as they
may overheat.

Do not insert pointed metal
objects (cutlery or utensils) info the
slots in the appliance.

Do not pour water directly on very
hot frays.

Keep the oven door closed
during cooking.

If you need to move food or at the
end of cooking, open the door

5 cm for a few seconds, let the
steam come out, then open if fully.

If cracks or fissures form, or if the
glass ceramic cooking surface
breaks, turn off the appliance
immediately. Disconnect the
power supply and call Technical
Support.

People who have pacemakers or
other similar devices fitted must
make sure that the operation of
these devices is not jeopardised
by the inductive field, whose
frequency range is between 20

and 50 kHz.

In conformity with the provisions
regarding electromagnetic
compatibility, the electromagnetic
induction cooking hob comes

Do not use steam jets to clean the
appliance.

Do not use cleaning products
containing chlorine, ammonia or
bleach on parts made of steel or
that have metallic surface finishes

Do not wash the removable
components such as the hob
grids, flame-spreader crowns and
burner caps in a dishwasher.

After use, turn off the plates.

1 Programmer clock

For displaying the current time, setting
programmed cooking operations and the
minute minder timer.

2 Temperature knob

This knob allows you to select the cooking
temperature. Turn the knob clockwise to the
required value, between the minimum and
maximum sefting.

3 Indicator light

The indicator light comes on to indicate that
the oven is heating up. It turns off as soon as
it reaches the sef temperature. It flashes
regularly to indicate that the temperature set
inside the oven is kept constant.

4 Function knob

The oven's various functions are suitable for
different cooking modes. After selecting the
required function, sef the cooking
temperature using the temperature knob.
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5 Hob burner knobs

Useful for lighting and adjusfing the hob
burners.

Press and turn the knobs anti-clockwise to
the value A to light the relative burners.
Turn the knobs to the zone between the
maximum A and minimum A setting fo

adjust the flame.

Return the knobs fo the position @ fo turn
off the burners.

2.4 Other parts

Shelves

The appliance features shelves to position
frays and racks at different heights. The
insertion heights are indicated from the
bottom upwards (see 2.1 General
Description).

Interior lighting

The appliance interior lighting comes on:
* When the door is opened
* When any function is selected, apart

from the ECO function.

Cooling fan

The fan cools the oven and comes into
operation during cooking.

The fan causes a steady outflow of air that
exits from the rear of the appliance and
which may continue for a brief period of
fime even after the appliance has been
turned off.

4. Heat the empty oven at the maximum

temperature fo burn off any residues left
by the manufacturing process.

3.2 Using the hob

All the appliance's control and monitoring
devices are located together on the front
panel. The bumer controlled by each knob
is shown next to the knob. The appliance is
equipped with an electronic ignition device.
Simply press the knob and turn it anti-
clockwise fo the maximum flame symbol,
until the burner ignites. If the burner does not
light in the first 15 seconds, turn the knob

fo @ and wait 60 seconds before frying
again. After lighting, keep the knob pressed
in for a few seconds to allow the
thermocouple to heat up.
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The burner may go out when the knob is
released: In this case, the thermocouple has
not heated up sufficiently. Wait a few
moments and repeat the operation. Keep
the knob pressed in longer.

Correct positioning of the flame-
spreader crowns and burner caps

Before lighting the hob burners, make sure
that the flame-spreader crowns are
correctly positioned in their housings with
their respective burner caps. Make sure that
the holes 1 in the flame-spreader crowns
are aligned with the thermocouples 2 and
igniters 3.

Practical tips for using the hob

For better burner efficiency and to minimise
gas consumption, use pans with lids and of
suitable size for the burner, so that the
flames do not reach up the sides of the pan.
Once the contents come fo the boil, turn
down the flame far enough to ensure that
the liquid does not boil over.

3.3 Using the storage compartment

The storage compartment is at the bottom of
the cooker. To open it, pull the handle
towards you. It can be used to sfore
cookware or metallic objects necessary
when using the appliance.
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3.4 Using the oven

Switching on the oven

To switch on the oven:

This function enables large
quantities of food, particularly meat,
to be grilled evenly.
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Fan with grill

The air produced by the fan softens
the strong heatwave generated by
the grill, grilling perfectly even very
thick foods. Perfect for large cuts of
meat (e.g. shin of pork).

Fan assisted

The operation of the fan, combined
with fraditional cooking, ensures
consistent cooking even with
complex recipes. Perfect for biscuits
and cakes, even when
simultaneously cooked on several
levels. (For multiple-level cooking,

we recommend using the 2" and
4t shelves.)

Fan with circulaire

The combination of the fan and the
circulaire heating element
(incorporated in the rear of the
oven| allows you to cook different
foods on several levels, as long as
they need the same temperatures
and same type of cooking. Hot air
circulation ensures instant and even
distribution of heat. It will be
possible, for instance, to cook fish,
vegetables and biscuits
simulfaneously (on different levels)
without odours and flavours
mingling.

This function is particularly suitable
for cooking on a single shelf with
low energy consumption.

Eco

It is recommended for all types of
food, excluding those that can
create a lot of humidity (such as
vegetables).

To obtain maximum energy savings
and reduce cooking times, it is
recommended to place food in the
oven without preheating.

Vapor Clean

This function makes cleaning easier
using the steam produced by a
small quantity of water poured onto
the appropriate groove placed on
the bottom.
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3.5 Cooking advice

General advice

* Use a fan assisted function to achieve
consistent cooking af several levels.

* Itis not possible to shorfen cooking times
by increasing the temperature (the food
could be overcooked on the outside and
undercooked on the inside).

Adyvice for cooking meat

» Cooking times vary according fo the
thickness and quality of the food and to
consumer tasfe.

* Use a meat thermometer when roastfing
meat, or simply press on the roast with @
spoon. Ifitis hard, it is ready; If nof, it
needs another few minutes cooking.

Adyvice for cooking with the Grill and the
Fan with grill

* Meat can be grilled even when it is put
info the cold oven or info the preheated
oven if you wish to change the effect of
the cooking.

* With the Fan with grill function, we
recommend that you preheat the oven
before grilling.

* We recommend placing the food at the
centre of the rack.

* With the Grill function, we recommend
that you turn the temperature knob to the

maximum value near the symbol o
optimise cooking.
¢ Foods should be seasoned before

cooking. Foods should also be coated
with oil or melted butter before cooking.

* Use the oven tray on the first bottom shelf
to collect liquids produced by grilling.

Adpvice for cooking desserts/pastries and
biscuits

Use dark metal moulds: They help to
absorb the heat better.

The temperature and the cooking time
depend on the quality and consistency
of the dough.

To check whether the dessert is cooked
right through: At the end of the cooking
fime, put a foothpick info the highest point
of the dessert. If the dough does not stick
fo the toothpick, the dessert is cooked.

If the dessert collapses when it comes
out of the oven, on the next occasion
reduce the set temperature by about
10°C, selecting a longer cooking ftime if
necessary.

While cooking desserts or vegetables,
excessive condensation may form on the
glass. In order fo avoid this, open the
door very carefully a couple of times
while cooking.

Advice for defrosting and proving

Place frozen foods without their
packaging in a lidless container on the
first shelf of the oven.

Avoid overlapping the food.

To defrost meat, use the rack placed on
the second level and a tray on the first
level. In this way, the liquid from the
defrosting food drains away from the

food.

The most delicate parts can be covered
with aluminium foll.

For successful proving, a container of
water should be placed in the bottom of
the oven.

Instructions

Cleaning the surfaces

To keep the surfaces in good condifion,
they should be cleaned regularly affer use.
Let them cool first.

Ordinary daily cleaning

Always use specific products only that do
not contain abrasives or chlorine-based
acids. Pour the product onto a damp cloth
and wipe the surface, rinse thoroughly and
dry with a soft cloth or a microfibre cloth.

Food stains or residues

Do not use steel sponges and sharp
scrapers, as they will damage the surfaces.

Use normal, non-abrasive products and a
wooden or plastic tool, if necessary. Rinse
thoroughly and dry with a soft cloth or a
microfibre cloth.

Do not allow residues of sugary foods [such
as jam) fo set inside the oven. If left to set for
too long, they might damage the enamel
lining of the oven.



4.1 Cleaning the hob
Cooking hob grids

Remove the grids and clean them in
lukewarm water and non-abrasive
detergent. Make sure to remove any
encrustations. Dry them thoroughly and
return them to the hob.

Flame-spreader crowns and burner caps

For easier cleaning, the flame-spreader
crowns and the burner caps can be
removed. Wash them in hot water and non-
abrasive detergent. Carefully remove any
encrustation, then wait unfil they are
perfectly dry. Refit the flame-spreader
crowns making sure that they are correctly
positioned in their housings with their
respective burner caps.

Igniters and thermocouples

For correct operation the igniters and
thermocouples must always be perfectly
clean. Check them frequently and clean
them with a damp cloth if necessary.
Remove any dry residues with a wooden
toothpick or a needle.

The knobs should be cleaned with a soft
cloth dampened with warm water, then
dried carefully. They can be removed by
pulling them out of their housing.

5.1 Gas connection

General information

Connection to the gas mains can be made
using a continuous wall steel hose in
compliance with the guidelines established
by the standards in force. The appliance is
preset for natural gas G20 (2H) af a
pressure of 20 mbar. For supplying it with
other types of gas, see chapter 5.2
Adaptation to different types of gas”. The

Connection with a rubber hose

Verify that all following conditions are met:

* the hose is attached to the hose
connector with safety clamps;

* no part of the hose is in contact with hot
walls (max. 50 °C);

¢ the hose is not under traction or tension
and has no kinks or twists;

* the hose is not in contact with sharp
objects or sharp comers;

* ifthe hose is not perfectly airtight and
leaks gas, do not try to repair it; replace
it with a new hose;

* verify that the hose is not past its expiry
date (serigraphed on the hose itself).

Make the connection to the gas mains
using a rubber hose whose specifications
comply with current standards (verify that
the reference standard is stamped on the
hose).

Carefully screw the hose connector 3 to the
appliance’s gas connector 1 (2" thread
ISO 228-1), placing the seal 2 between
them.

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Room ventilation

The appliance should be installed in rooms
that have a permanent air supply in
accordance with the standards in force. The
room where the appliance is installed must
have enough air flow for the regular
combustion of gas and the necessary air
change in the room itself. The air vents,
profected by grilles, must be the right size to
comply with current regulations and
positioned so that no part of them is
obstructed, not even partially.

The room must be kept adequately
ventilated in order to eliminate the heat and
humidity produced by cooking: In
particular, after prolonged use, you are
recommended to open a window or o
increase the speed of any fans.

Extraction of the combustion products

The combustion products may be extracted
by means of hoods connected to a natural
draught chimney whose efficiency is certain
or via forced exfraction.

Avoid using adapters, gang sockets or
extensions as these could cause
overheating and a risk of burns.
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5.5 Instructions for the installer

The plug must be accessible affer
installation. Do not bend or trap the
power cable.

The appliance must be installed
according to the installation diagrams.

Do not fry to unscrew or force the
threaded elbow of the fitting. You may
damage this part of the appliance, which
may void the manufacturer's warranty.

Use soap and water to check for gas
leaks on all connections. DO NOT use
naked flames when looking for leaks.

Turn on all the burners separately and at
then all together to make sure that the
gas valve, burmer and ignition are
working properly.

Turn the burner knobs to the minimum
position and check that the flame is
stable for each individual burner and all
the bumners together.

If the appliance does not work correctly
after having carried out all the checks,
contact your local Authorised Service
Centre.

Once the appliance has been installed,
please explain to the user how to use it
correctly.
